Abstract : Hans Robert Jauss’ “horizon of expectations” reveals that in order to achieve the readability of the

translaled publicity pamghlct, the translator is supposed to achicve the fusion belween his own and the wriler’ s

horizon of expectation and at the same time pay due anention to western readers’ horizon of expectation. In view

of the special features of the publicity pamphlet, we hold that the translator’ s subjectivity should be stressed,

and the author and target readers’ inter-subjectivity must not be neglected, so as to achieve the fusion of

horizons of the three parlicipants in Lhe Lranslation process. Only in this way can the Lranslaled Lexl get close Lo

the reader’ s way of thinking and avoid eultural collision with the western world.
